

Sports Funding Grant 2018/2019

The Government has provided funding to schools to enhance P.E. for all pupils.
[bookmark: _GoBack]For 2018/2019 St Teresa’s Catholic primary School received a grant of £17,690.
This has been used as follows:

Provision
Funding of specialist sports coach to enhance the children’s understanding of specific sports.
Funding of after schools sports and dance clubs for key stage 1 and key stage 2.
Funding of a key stage 2 before school judo club.
Entry into more competitions for school teams.
Provision of transport to and from competitions- meaning that parents do not have to pay.
Attendance at local and wider area sports events aimed at stimulating and encouraging participation of the sport by the children.

Impact
Increased participation in competitive sport.
· KS2 Rugby teams attending local sport competitions.
· KS2 Football teams attending local sport competitions.
· Year 1 and year 3 receiving professional gymnastics coaching and participating in gymnastic competitions.
· Infant gymnastics team came 3rd in a local competition.
Increased subject knowledge of staff through working with professional coaches.
The children and parents have made positive comments about enjoying the sessions with coach.
Future provision.
· Plans for the funding in the next academic year include.
· Specialist teaching of gymnastics for all classes.
· Extend provision from Mr Woodward.
· Provide free of charge after school sport sessions aimed at all key stages.
· Purchase new school kit for competitions.
· Continue to pay for transport to and from competitions.
· Attend events with the children to promote specific sport activities.
