	Living things and their habitat –

	Animals including humans – 
*identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and describe the function of the heart, blood vessels and blood.

	Working scientifically:
	Systematically identifying the effect of changing one component at a time in a circuit; designing and making a set of traffic lights, a burglar alarm or some other useful circuit.
	Find out about the work of scientist Carl Linnaeus, a pioneer of classification.
Using classification systems and keys to identify some animals and plants in the immediate environment – researching unfamiliar animals and plants from a broad range of other habitats and decide where they belong in the classification system.

	Investigating the relationship between light source, object and shadow.
Extending by looking at a range of phenomena including rainbows, colours on soap bubbles, objects looking bent in water and coloured filters.
	Find out about the work of palaeontologists such as Mary Anning and about how Charles Darwin and Alfred Wallace developed their own ideas on evolution.
