Inspire children to reach their full potential and create articulate and independent learners
· Scaffold pupils’ thinking to make links back to prior learning, helping them make sense of new subject knowledge but also equipping pupils with a strong command of the spoken and written language
· Acquire a wide vocabulary, an understanding of grammar and knowledge of linguistic conventions for reading, writing and spoken language
· Pupils are introduced to new knowledge, skills and vocabulary, building on what they already know, and any misconceptions are addressed.
· The teacher models their thought processes at each stage, for example through thinking aloud using metacognitive talk, and encouraging pupils to engage in a similar creative thought process.
· Use discussion in order to learn; they should be able to elaborate and explain clearly their understanding and ideas
· Every child is a reader and encouraged to read challenging texts with thoughtful themes. 
· Children have ample opportunities to become competent and articulate speakers, readers and writers, making formal presentations, demonstrating to others and participating in debate
· Speaking and listening opportunities enable children to articulate their thinking, through debating, drama and performance opportunities
· Opportunities provided for children to use a wide range of vocabulary and grammar and support is gradually removed as pupils take on more responsibility
· Whole-school days and weeks dedicated to poetry, a whole-school text or national reading and writing events.
