Instil the Gospel, our school and British Values through valuable learning opportunities that build upon knowledge and skills  
· Our History ‘Golden Threads’- transport, religion and archaeology- instil our school values.
· Children learn about significant figures from different time periods and backgrounds throughout both key stages.
· Whole school study during Black History Month links to significant figures and influential figures in History.
· Children learn to work together, discuss historical sources and support others.
· The importance of History – local, British and World- as well as its links to how we live now.

Inspire children to reach their full potential and create articulate and independent learners

· Pupils are introduced to new substantive knowledge and historical vocabulary which they can use to apply disciplinary concepts and skills , building on what they already know, and any misconceptions are addressed.

· The teacher models their thought processes at each step, for example through thinking aloud using metacognitive talk, and encouraging pupils to engage in a similar thought process.

· Opportunities given for children to talk through their learning and choices. This can include taking part in debates as well as listen to each other's opinions. 

· Opportunities provided for children to practice and support is gradually removed as pupils take on more responsibility.

· Encourage challenge throughout lessons which raises aspirations.

· To help the children gain a clear understanding of the link between achieving well and independently setting their own goals for the future.

Nurture a love of learning and self worth
· Ensure that children’s thoughts and ideas generate historically valid questions. 
· Ensure that all children can access learning in History.
· Allow all children opportunities to share their learning in class and with the subject leaders.
· Cultural capital – opportunities to experience History in real life through trips, looking at primary and secondary sources and workshops in school. 
· Opportunities for children to generate their own questions to explore.
· Opportunities for children to have hands on experience to investigate the past by using library artefact boxes.
· Use of praise and rewards
· Ask ‘Enquiry Questions’ to develop curiosity at the start of each topic.
· Enthusiastic teachers who act as positive role-models
· Display children’s work
· Choosing class reader books with a History theme to encourage the children to read more about History.

Encourage resilience and determination
· Create a safe space - Allow children to explore primary and secondary sources, make mistakes, and learn from them. 
· Promote teamwork - Help children develop skills like teamwork and problem-solving. 
· Encourage critical thinking - Help children learn to evaluate their findings and think critically using evidence to support their findings. 
· Discuss their own interpretations in History and develop confidence to share ideas to their peers.

 
Help children to understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses 


 
Utilise the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed 


Success - showcase skills in a safe, inclusive environment
· Whole school history projects bring History to life and inspire children towards our History curriculum.
· Anticipate barriers to learning in lessons and support children who may struggle.
· Diversify learning materials so that children can learn and retain historical information.
· Make sure that children can record their knowledge and understanding in their own way so that literacy skills do not provide a barrier 
· Using timelines in books for children to refer to whenever they need to help them understand the chronology of History.
· Giving the children plenty of opportunities to learn more and remember more which will include lots of retrieval practice.
· Encouraging children to use working wall displays to help them with historical vocabulary and to help them remember work from previous lessons.
